APPLICATION: EX POST FACTO APPROVAL FOR THE CONCENTRATION OF
GRASS CARP FOR THE PURPOSE OF COMMERCIAL
PRODUCTION ON ERF 846 TO ERF 849, BONNIEVALE

With reference to your application, find below the Record of Decision in respect of this
application.

RECORD OF DECISION

A. DESCRIPTION OF ACTIVITY:
The project entailed the concentration and breeding of sterile Grass Carp in
existing outbuildings on the property. The entire production facility makes use of a
small existing hatchery building (-6mx6m), one existing lab area ( -6mx6m) and an
existing fish packing area (~-6mx8m). Portapool type units and earthen dams are
used to hold the fish. This approval does not include authorisation for the miniature
golf course.

These are activities identified in Schedule 1 of Government Notice No. R1182 of 5
September 1997, as amended, being:

ltem 3: The concentration of livestock, aquatic organisms, poultry and game in a
confined structure for the purpose of commercial production, including
aquaculture and mariculture.

5: The release of any organism outside its natural area of distribution that is
to be used for biological pest control.

DECISION:

In terms of Section 28A and by virtue of powers delegated by the Minister in terms
of Sections 28 & 33 of the Environment Conservation Act, 1989 (Act No. 73 of
1989), the Applicant is hereby exempted by the relevant authority (as defined in GN
No R1183 of 5 September 1997, as amended), from:

(a) Providing a description of all alternatives identified in terms of Regulation
6(1)(d) GN No. R1183, dated 5 September 1997, as amended.

In terms of Sections 22 and by virtue of powers delegated by the Minister in terms
of Sections 28 & 33 of the Environment Conservation Act, 1989 (Act No. 73 of
1989), the relevant authority (as defined in GN No R1183 of 5 September 1997, as
amended) hereby grants authorisation with the conditions contained in this
Record of Decision, for the execution of the activity described above.

This Authorisation has been granted in terms of section 22 of the Environment
Conservation Act, 1989 (Act No. 73 of 1989) solely for the purposes of undertaking
the activity referred to above, and does not exempt the holder thereof from
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Department of Environmental Affairs & Development Planning
Directorate: Integrated Environmental Management (Region A)

The concentration and breeding of Grass Carp and the construction of a golf
course was conducted in contravention of section 22 of the Environment
Conservation Act, 1989 (Act. No. 73 of 1989). This is regarded fo be an offence in
terms of section 29(4) of the said act and the Applicant has been strongly
cautioned that the Department will refer any future contravention committed by the
Applicant directly or indirectly, for prosecution.

CONDITIONS OF AUTHORISATION:
1. Only sterile (triploid), species pure, disease free, tagged fish may be
distributed to clients for aquatic weed control.

2 All fish that are sold must be verified as Grass Carp species.

3. Only individuals with a permit (issued by CapeNature Scientific Services
Section) may sell, buy or transport Grass Carp species or place or introduce
these fish species in inland waters. The owner must keep a register of these
permit holders for future reference.

4. Effective measures must be implemented to ensure that none of the Grass
Carp species kept on-site escapes into natural watercourses.

5. The applicant must compile and submit an acceptable operational phase
Environmental Management Plan (“EMP") for the entire property. This EMP
must be drafted in consultation with CapeNature and must be approved by
this Directorate.

6. The applicant must, within five calendar days of the date of issue of this
Record of Decision:

« Inform the relevant local authority as well as all interested and affected
parties, (‘I & AP’s") registered during the Scoping and Impact
Assessment processes in writing of the outcome of this application and, if
requested, provide copies of this Record of Decision within a reasonable
time before expiry of the thirty day appeal period;

« Include in such information the provisions of Regulation 11 of
Government Notice No. R 1183 of 5 September 1897, as amended,
which reads as follows:

(1) An appeal to the Minister or provincial authority under section 35(3) of
the Act must be done in wriling within 30 days from the date on which
the record of decision was issued to the applicant in terms of
regulation 10(1);

(2) An appeal must set out all the facts as well as the grounds of appeal,
and must be accompanied by all relevant documents or copies of
them which are certified as true by a commissioner of oaths.

« Include the date on which the record of decision was issued to the
applicant in terms of regulation 10(1) and the date by which appeals

« If the applicant should appeal against this Record of Decision, he must
inform all interested and affected persons that such an appeal is being
lodged with the Minister and i requested, the applicant/appellant must
provide those persons with reasonable access to a full copy of the
appeal within a reasonable time before expiry of the thirty day appeal
period.

7. The applicant shall be responsible for ensuring compliance with the
conditions contained in the Record of Decision by any person acting on his
behalf, including but not limited to, an agent, servanl, employee or any
person rendering a service to the applicant in respect of the activity,
including but not limited to contractors and consultants.

8. The owner andior developer must notify this Directorate and any other
relevant authority, in writing, within 24 hours thereof if any condition of this
authorisation is not adhered to.

10. Departmental officials shall be given access to the property referred to in B
above for the purpose of assessing and/or monitoring compliance with the
conditions contained in this Record of Decision, at all reasonable times.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

KEY FACTORS AFFECTING THE DECISION:

Sufficient information was submitted by the applicant for the relevant authority to
deem the Scoping Checklist and additional information to fulfil the requirements of
a scoping report as prescribed by Regulation 6 of GN No. R1183 of 5 September
1997, (as amended), in order to consider the application.

Applicant’s motivation for exemption

The applicant applied for and was exempled from providing a description of all
alternatives identified in terms of Regulation 6(1)(d). The motivation was accepted
since it is an existing development that had been located within existing buildings

on the property.

Biophysical

The site does not contain any conservation worthy biological or physical elements.
Grass Carp are exofic fish that poses a biodiversity risk. This risk has been
mitigated by the establishment of an Environmental Management Programme.

The De Rust Farm also has a strong working relationship with CapeNature and
they have been the driving force behind the establishment of National Grass Carp
Policy. Furthermore, the fish are kept in secure units and bird netting, “frog
~urtaing” and sinale strand electrical fencing are used to keep out fish predators.

Public Participation

Notification letters were distributed to surrounding neighbours on 05 May 2004. The
Background Information Document was sent to the Department of Water Affairs
and Forestry, CapeNature (Western Cape Nature Conservation Board at the time),
the Department of Agriculture and the Breede River Winelands Municipality. No
comments or objections were received at the end of the commenting period.

Social
Employment has been provided to two labourers and one manager from the local
community. They have been exposed to technological training through the project.

Golf Course development

Currently there is a guideline document, Guidelines for Golf Courses, Golf Estates,
Polo Fields, Polo Estates and similar in developments in the Western Cape, that
should be applied to these activity types, especially to ensure that the various
applicable parameters are adequately considered. A separate application for the
authorisation of the miniature golf course should therefore be submitted to this
Department.

APPEAL:
